











Vaginal Hysterectomy Procedure

0 Clamp, relax traction on pedicle and cervix, step on foot
pedal to seal, and divide uterosacral ligaments (Figure 3)

As the uterosacral ligaments will be used to
suspend the vagina, some surgeons place an
identifying suture in the ligament after sealing
but before dividing the ligament

9 If ovaries are to remain, clamp, relax traction on pedicle and
cervix, step on foot pedal to seal and divide utero-ovarian

pedicles (Figure b)
